CUBIC Credits Application Form

Purpose and eligibility

This scheme is designed to provide scanner time (credits) to enable staff to collect pilot data and perform imaging projects that will support grant applications and outputs (journal articles and conference presentations). The scheme is open to staff without current funding, or existing credits. One condition of the award is that staff should submit a grant application (for MRI study based at CUBIC) within 24 months of receiving the credits. 
Applications will be ranked according to the following:

1. Positive Editorial decision following a Stage 1 Registered or Pre-registered Report (e.g. in Neuroimage, Cortex, Nature Human Behavior, Nature Communication, OSF, Peer Community In, etc). The department will consider covering any OA charges please be discuss with the DoR before submitting your application.

2. New collaborations within the Department especially (with colleagues who have not used functional neuroimaging in the past) that can lead to a strong publication and/or grant application.

3. Demonstrable need for pilot data to support large project grants.

The number of credits (1 credit = 1 hour) should be determined by power analysis for more than this amount. Credits will be time-limited to 24 months from award and if an applicant has existing credits these will be deducted.
